Luna Di Luna, Chardonnay/Pinot Grigio blend, Venezia, Italy 6 22
This expressive Italian is light yet full with apples, peaches, and honey from start 
to fi nish. This wine is crisp and refreshing.

Sterling Vintner’s Reserve Pinot Grigio, Sonoma 7 28
Light and crisp, this wine delivers great citrus fl avors and balanced tannins.
Smooth mouth feel and crisp fi nish.

Kenwood Chardonnay, Sonoma California 7 29
Intense aromas of black currant, plum and fi g; followed by hints of vanilla and 
pipe tobacco. Full-bodied and smooth with rich tannins and an excellent fi nish.

Chateau St. Michelle, Riesling, Columbia Valley 7 26
A classic expression of this varietal with fl avors of peach, apricot and citrus 
and aromas of pear and honey.

Montevina, White Zinfandel, Napa 6 22
A fresh and lively wine, with great zinfandel berry character and pretty pink color.
A versatile partner to a wide variety of foods.

RED WINES

ITALIAN glass bottle

Bolla Chianti 7 25
Well-balanced and fruit-forward with a fresh taste of blackberries and spice.

Antinori, Santa Christina Sangiovese 7 28
A Florentine classic, this wine is a blend of 90% sangiovese and 10% merlot grapes
from central Tuscany. A fragrant, fruity and fresh red wine.

PINOT NOIR/SYRAH

Echelon, Pinot Noir, Sonoma 7 28
Approachable and fruit-forward, this pinot noir offers rich aromas of 
Bing cherry and fresh clove.

Beringer, Pinot Noir 7 28
Smooth and velvety with the typical berry and plum fl avors. The surprising addition 
of oak makes this wine more interesting than the average pinot noir.

Spellbound, Petite Syrah, California 9 34
Known for its deep color, luscious mouth feel and wild berry fragrance. Flavors of freshly 
baked cherry cobbler and aromas of mocha and coffee jumping out of the glass.

Nine Stones, 2005 Shiraz, Australia 7 28
Deep black fruits dominate the nose. In the mouth, the fl avors are dense, meaty and rich, 
endowed with multi-layered fl avors of black licorice and ripe berries.

OTHER REDS

Francis Coppola, Merlot, Napa 9 36
The Sonoma County merlot displays a nose of ripe cherry, spice, and plumy fruit.
It has characteristics of sweet vanilla and oak, with round, velvety tannins.

Rodney Strong, Cabernet Sauvignon, Sonoma 9 34
Full-bodied with aromas of blackberries, black cherries, vanilla and cedar.
Additional layers of cassis and cocoa are enveloped by soft tannins and a long fi nish.

Cono Sur, Cabernet Sauvignon Carmenere, Colchagua, Chile 8 30
A medium- to full-bodied wine with plenty of dark fruit fl avors and spice.

Alamos Malbec Mendoza, Argentina 7 28
An outstanding medium-bodied wine that is rich and well-balanced. Flavor of black 
raspberry and currant fl avors mingled with notes of sweet spice and a touch of leather.
